Simple Elegance: Pamphlet-Stitched Book Variations 
Each person will need to bring:

▪ 1 pad of drawing paper such as 70 lb Canson drawing paper or Strathmore dry-media paper (between 60 and 100 lb weight; paper must bend easily); recommend 11” x 14”; recycled paper content (e.g., Strathmore 400 Series) is fine 

▪  2 tapestry needles (ones with fairly large eyes)
▪  at least 2 yards of linen thread, either unwaxed or waxed (such as Crawford Irish linen thread, 4 cord, no. 18—highly recommended); an acceptable substitute would be heavyweight cotton crochet thread
▪ a bone folder

Optional— recommended as helpful:

▪ 2 or 3 sheets (19” x 25”) of Canson Mi-Teintes paper (for cover variations)

▪ small pieces of unusual papers (origami, chiyogami, etc.) that could be used as part of cover designs

▪ glue stick or small roll of double-stick tape 

▪ 1 sheet of an Asian paper such as unryu (for optional flyleaves)
